scarves to tie on their hats in the open car, and on (their) leaving said “don’t be
late back, you know we are singing an anthem tonight and you have the two
leading sopranos with you.”

They lived at Hilliers until Barlands was built for them. In the summer,
weather permitting, with the bedroom window, where they practised, wide open,
Mr Lock sat outside Cleave Farm to listen (Norman and John’s Grandad). Choir
members took it in turn to collect and return the music books to the church.

Their son Aurther was looked after by the house-keeper. There are
plaques in St Edmunds and grave stones in the yard.
