The service is supported by the TorrAGE Neighbourhood Links project, which is funded by the 

Big Lottery and managed by TTVS.  We are currently looking for volunteer gardeners from across 

Torridge, and are particularly keen to hear from volunteers in the rural parishes.  The service aims to 

have volunteers operating at a very local level to avoid travel expenses and keep costs to a minimum.  

Service users will be asked for a small donation to help with the maintenance of equipment.
